City Council Minutes 

Special Meeting 
October 6, 1999 

 
Mayor Phil Dyer called the special meeting of the Sammamish City Council to order at 
7:38 p.m. 
 
Councilmembers present:  Mayor Phil Dyer, Deputy Mayor Jack Barry, 
Councilmembers Don Gerend, Kathleen Huckabay, Kenneth Kilroy and Troy Romero 
 
Councilmember excused:  Councilmember Ron Haworth 
 
Staff present:  Acting City Manager Lee Walton, Interim Assistant to City Manager 
Randy Suko, Interim Senior Planner Matt Mathes and Interim City Clerk Ruth Muller 
 
Roll was called. 
 
Mayor Dyer advised that the order of business would be changed to address all items on 
the agenda at this time and have the executive session at the conclusion of the agenda. 
 
New Business 
 
Contract No. C99-30:  Interim Assistant to City Manager Suko reviewed the renovation 
proposal costs estimated to be $97,119, floor plan, and signage for the combined police 
and city staff facility.  Councilmember Romero moved that the Acting City Manager be 
authorized to execute a contract for City Hall tenant improvements with the firm 
submitting the lowest bid for the project.  Councilmember Kilroy seconded the motion.  
The motion carried unanimously. 
 
Communications 
Councilmember Romero suggested that the City’s e-mail system be designed so that each 
councilmember has their e-mail through this system which will provide security and a  
centralized location for these records.  Staff was also asked to explore telephone 
line/voice mail for each councilmember    
 
Emergency Management Plan Committee – Ordinance No. O99-39: 
Councilmember Kilroy reported that the Public Safety Committee recommends that the 
City Council establish an Ad-Hoc Committee to support the preparation of an emergency 
management plan for the City.  Councilmember Kilroy moved that Ordinance No. O99-
39 be adopted Creating an Emergency Planning Committee Providing for the Selection of 
Committee Members, Appointment of a Chair and Setting Forth Duties and 
Responsibilities.  Councilmember Huckabay seconded the motion.  The motion carried 
unanimously. 
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Public Comment 
Mike Rundle thanks the mayor for speaking before the King County Council on the East 
Lake Sammamish Trail project and since the County Executive announced that the 
County will prepare an Environmental Impact Statement as required by regulations, the 
residents hope that this is an indication that the County will follow requirements in the 
future. 
 
Council and Committee Reports 
Mayor Dyer announced that he will be meeting with County Executive Ron Sims and 
County Councilmember Louise Miller Oct. 7 to discuss Trail issues and that 
Councilmember Miller is taking the lead in assuring protection of the residents along the 
Lake.     
 
A meeting with the Water and Sewer Districts is scheduled on Oct. 8. 
 
Councilmember Huckabay reported that the proposed 2000 Budget will be reviewed by 
Committee on Oct. 18 and presented to the Council at the Oct. 20 Study Session.  
Speakers will be available to present information to the public on Initiative 695 at the 
Oct. 27 council meeting that will be moved to one of the school facilities so that we will 
have a larger seating capacity. 
 
There will be a community reception for the City Manager candidates at Inglewood 
Junior High School on Oct. 30. 
 
Councilmember Gerend reported that at the Oct. 12 Transportation Committee meeting 
discussion items will be the Earth Tech circulation report and street standards.  He spoke 
at the County hearing on park and ride lots and the Bellevue mayor spoke to the need for 
having more park and ride lots upstream.  The east corridor needs will continue to be 
monitored. 
 
Councilmember Romero reported that the Oct. 7 Land Use Committee meeting items will 
include zoning violations, annexations, when to establish a Planning Commission, and 
two new moratorium hardship applications.  There were 51 building permits filed during 
the month of September of which 21 were for single family homes. 
 
Councilmember Romero suggested that a future study session agenda item include 
discussion of service projects and how to handle, including a wish list of projects. 
 
Councilmember Kilroy reported another dump truck incident at Southeast 43rd and East 
Lake Sammamish Way.  Councilmembers concurred that staff be directed to explore 
establishing gross weight and speed limitations with proper signage on the City’s fragile 
streets. 
 
Mayor Dyer reported that he has received (a) letter from Judge Brian Gain, advising that 
he is convening the District Court Districting Committee for purpose of amending the 
district court electoral district boundaries; (b) letter from Renee Thornton of Pine Ranch 
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Montessori School inquiring about annexation and a draft response has been prepared; (c) 
letter from Peggy Hughes enclosing family documents from 1887 granting an easement 
to the railroad; (d) letter from Cheryl Batalon Fambles, Director of King County 
Department of Construction and Facility Management, advising that they will not 
relinquish lead agency status on the East Lake Sammamish Trail; and (e) memo 
regarding Puget Sound Regional Council bus tour through Sammamish and other eastside 
communities by the Growth Management Policy Board members on Oct. 14.  
 
 City Manager and Staff Reports 
Acting City Manager Walton reported that the last two contracts with King County have 
been approved by the King County Council, with negotiation on the Parks contract 
remaining. 
 
Public Comment 
Mayor Dyer reopened the meeting for public comment. 
 
Maureen Santoni, 22828 S. E. 6th Place, requested that the Council consider more 
effective regulations of dangerous dogs because of the number of children in the City and 
banning of certain breeds seems appropriate. She submitted petitions signed by 55 
residents supporting such action, indicating that more petitions are forthcoming.  Ms. 
Santoni reviewed a recent incident and her concern about how this was handled by King 
County Animal Control, suggesting that the City consider having the Sammamish Police 
handle animal control within the City.  The mayor directed staff to write a letter to King 
County Animal Control regarding the complaints raised about the September 24th pitbull 
incident. 
 
Vicky Barrus, 2305 East Lake Sammamish Way, thanked the Council for trying to take 
over lead agency status on the East Lake Sammamish Trail, since this is another issue 
that each day seems to be more out of control and the residents would like some 
protection from the City.  Ms. Barrus reported a dangerous incident that occurred on her 
dock when children were present.  Ms. Barrus also reported that a damaged guard rail in 
the 1400 block near Mint Grove should be repaired as this is quite dangerous. 
 
Executive Session 
Mayor Dyer announced that the meeting would recess for ten minutes and then the 
Council would convene in Executive Session for approximately one hour to discuss 
personnel issues relating to hiring of a City Manager. 
 
The meeting recessed at 8:35 p.m. 
 
The meeting reconvened at 8:45 p.m. and went into Executive Session. 
 
The meeting reconvened at 9:50 p.m. 
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Adjournment
